There are groups of people are 
not being effectively reached and served by the existing churches. Yet all people everywhere need to hear 
the gospel of salvation and become disciples of the Lord Jesus Christ.  

Every believer is a member of the greater Body of Christ. We are members one of another. Jesus Christ is 
our Head. We have need of each other. Let us rejoice and pull together as God is beginning a new work. 
The enemy has been doing his mischief. Now is the time for us to establish new beachheads for the 
kingdom of light. Your prayer closet and wallet can be used mightily by God Almighty.
